FLIGHTS CANCELLED

| guess sometimes it’s good to get stuck.

This week, something like 19,000 flights got
canceled across the United States due to
snow storms, leaving an estimated more
than 2 million people stranded, sometimes
in places they didn’t want to be. But
sometimes in places they really, really did
want to be! Of course, for most people a
flight cancellation messes with work, school,
or family obligations. Imagine a mom who
was away for the weekend, and now can’t
make it home for days and days. These
cancellations didn’t simply result in "Oh
sorry, you're getting in 4 hours later.” One
family | know had an early Sunday morning
flight cancelled, and were told the next
flight available for them was Wednesday!
Delays are usually annoying and sometimes
downright ferrible! But what do you do with
that time? How can you make the most of
it?

You could say the Jewish people had a
flight delay as we were leaving our Egyptian
‘vacation.” The fruth is that the journey
from EQypt to Israel is not particularly long.

If you walk from Cairo to Israel, it would
take less than a week, depending on how
many /-11 stops you made along the

way. Yet God specifically did not take the
shortest route. The Torah tells us that God
very intentionally took us the long way
around (it was supposed to be lonnnnnng,
but ended up being incredibly, epically
lonNnNnNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNNQ).
One of the reasons given is that God
wanted the Jewish nation to have fime

in the desert, with no responsibilities like
farming or construction, to get the Torah,
study it and become masters of it. Once we
entered the land of Israel, there was a need
to build fowns and cities, to plant fields and
orchards, to set up a government, arrange
WiFi and do all the other things that come
with developing a national society. Those

are
great
things;
they also don’t
allow for much study time. During
that lonnnnnnnnnnng desert vacation,

as our flights to Israel were cancelled, we
had the ability to spend years studying
Torah with almost no other responsibility.
We did not have to cook or do laundry,

it wasn’t football season, and Thank God
there was no such thing as Tik Tok. This fime
gave us the chance to really dig down

intfo Torah study, fortifying ourselves for the
long and difficult history we were about to
embark upon. It is necessary, when facing
challenges, to have a good amount of
God’s wisdom under your belt.

Let’s think about this in our own lives.
Almost nobody has the luxury of studying
Torah all the time. We have school, work,
food, sleep, homework, social obligations,
jury duty and a hundred other things. It
might not be practical fo arrange for a
forty year snowstorm either. So what’s the
plan? Everyone has opportunities to bring
meaningful Torah study into their lives. If
you’re in idle school or high school, find
meaningful Jewish growth experiences like
Shabbatons, summer camps and if you're
very fortunate, a Jewish school that teaches
authentic Torah. Consider taking a year

or two to study in Israel after high school. If
you're older and past that point in your life,
find the Torah growth opportunities in your
community, through classes, study groups
and prayer services. Find and download
inferesting Torah podcasts or virfual classes
to fit info your schedule. Use your vacation
fime, Sundays and legal holidays to double
down. And if your flight gets cancelled, well
then, the possibilities are endless.
