The Torah tells us in this week's portion to teach
the words of Torah to our children (speaking
about the Passover story specifically). Is that
wise? The Torah is a massively advanced prophetic
treatise (in plain English, that means it's a big, hard
book). Is there benefit to attempting to teach it
to our children?

One of the truly amazing things about the Torah
is this very point. When children in first grade
begin to study Jewish literature, they study the
verses of the Torah. When grown adults gather
ih syhagogues each week, they read the verses of
the Torah. Even the greatest of Rabbis, on a quest
for ultimate knowledge... they study the verses
of the Torah. Same textbook. What an incredible
gift we have! Torah is undoubtedly the deepest,
most intellectually challenging and stimulating
literature that exists, yet God authored the Torah
in such a way that even a child can understand it
oh a basic level. You try reading Nietzsche to a
5 year old and see how that goes. Yet the vastly
deep and complex Torah can be read and uhderstood
(on some level) by a young child! They can and
do develop understanding of some of the Torah’s
vital life lessons even at a tender age.

I guess that means at least I
know something, right? But what else do we believe? Is
there a list of the things it’s important for a Jew to know?

Dear Core B. Leif,

Carl arrived home happy. “Guess what?”
He asked his parents.

“What?” They asked, obligingly.

“I got a job! Isn’t that great?”

Carl’s family was thrilled. He had
graduated a couple of months prior and

had been looking for work ever since. Now
it seemed he had finally found a job.

“What is your job?” they asked.

“Just doing stuff. You know. This and
that.”

That’s vague. “Well, who are you working
for?”

“Umin, actually, I don’t know.”
“What do you mean you don’t know?"

“I just kind of walk around and do stuff.
Try to help. You know?”

“But how can you have any clue what’s
helpful if you don’t know who your boss
is, or what he wants?”

Carl’s family recognized that if you want
to do any job effectively, the first thing we
need to know is the identity of the boss,
and only after that can you learn what
they want.

The first five core beliefs deal with this.
They are how we define Who God is, and
how we understand him.

The way I1ook at it, there are pretty
much three options. Either (a) the universe
is a giant accident (yeah right), or (b)
God created everything and then took a
vacation (really, why?), or (¢) God created
the universe and continues to run it (hey,
that makes sense). Continuing to borrow
from the Carl story, everything we do
only has meaning if the boss who owns
the company is still involved with the
company, and cares about your success.

Ancient religions (and some newer
ones) had trouble understanding how a
complicated world could be run by a single
divine entity.

It’s
important that we know that God isn’t
physical and has no needs. He doesn’t
get tired, hungry, hot or cold.
